end and start this beautiful tradition in your own home. Please pray with your family. You can      
recite the following prayer and write this invocation over the front door of your home.

20 + C + M + B + 24
The meaning of these symbols is: 

2024 is the Year.
C,M,B,= Christus Mansionem Benidicat (Christ bless this house)

It also stands for the first initials of the three Magi (Caspar, Melchior, Balthazar)

Please bring your chalk at Mass on Sunday, January 7 for a Blessing
and start the New Year with every blessing from above!
