aint Bernadette Soubirous

was born on January 7, 1844,

in Lourdes, into a poor miller's

family. Frail in health and with
little formal education, she grew up in
hardship, yet showed a quiet, sincere
faith from an early age.

In 1858, at the age of fourteen,
Bernadette reported a series of
visions of a “lady” in a grotto at
Massabielle. Over eighteen
apparitions, the lady called for
prayer, penance, and the building of

instructed to dig in the ground,
uncovering a spring whose waters soon
became associated with healings. When
asked the lady's name, Bernadette
relayed the words, "l am the Immaculate

Conception” a tite that deeply
impressed the local clergy.

Despite  skepticism and intense
questioning,  Bernadette  remained

consistent and humble, never seeking
attention or profit. Later, she entered the
Sisters of Charity in Nevers, where she
lived a hidden life of prayer and service,

She died on April 16, 1879, at age 35.

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION

Third Sunday of Easter

TODAY’S GOSPEL HAS SOME SURPRISES FOR THE DISCIPLES GOING TO EMMAUS. THE FIRST IS THAT LUKE TELLS
US JESUS APPEARED TO THEM, “BUT THEIR EYES WERE PREVENTED FROM RECOGNIZING HIM” (LUKE 24:16).
MORE LIKELY, THEY WERE PREVENTED BY THEIR LACK OF FAITH. THEY KNEW THAT JESUS HAD DIED, SO THIS MAN
WHO LOOKED FAMILIAR COULDN'T BE HIM. ALL THEY HAD HEARD WAS THAT JESUS’ BODY WAS MISSING FROM
THE TOMB. THAT LEADS TO THE SECOND POINT. THEY WERE AMAZED AT HOW JESUS EXPLAINED THE
SCRIPTURES. EVEN THE DISCIPLES HAD NOT THOUGHT OF THEM AS PREDICTING JESUS’ SUFFERING AND DEATH.
YET THEY SEEM TO KNOW THE TRUTH OF WHAT JESUS WAS SAYING. THEIR STORY CAN HELP US, TOO.

IF YOU FIND YOU ARE NOT ALWAYS ABLE TO SEE JESUS IN THE PEOPLE OR EVENTS OF YOUR LIFE, YOU MAY NEED
TO STRETCH YOUR FAITH. ONE WAY TO DO THAT IS TO DISCUSS IT WITH OTHERS. THE TWO DISCIPLES WERE
STRETCHING THEIR FAITH AS THEY DISCUSSED WHAT THEY HAD HEARD. YOUR FAITH WILL GROW AS YOU
LEARN TO EXPRESS IT. ANOTHER WAY TO STRETCH YOUR FAITH IS TO READ AND PRAY OVER THE SCRIPTURES.
ASK WHAT GOD IS TRYING TO TELL YOU IN THEM. THE DISCIPLES ON THE WAY TO EMMAUS BEGAN TO SEE HOW
JESUS FULFILLED THE PROMISES FOUND THERE.

ASK GOD TO HELP YOU SEE JESUS IN OTHER PEOPLE. RECEIVE JESUS IN COMMUNION AS OFTEN AS YOU CAN
(AT LEAST ONCE A WEEK.) TRUST HIM AND EXPECT TO SEE JESUS BOTH IN PEOPLE AROUND YOU AND IN THE
CHANGES THAT COME INTO YOUR LIFE. THE MORE YOU LOOK FOR JESUS, THE EASIER IT IS TO SEE HIM.

	TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION
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	TODAY’S GOSPEL HAS SOME SURPRISES FOR THE DISCIPLES GOING TO EMMAUS. THE FIRST IS THAT LUKE TELLS US JESUS APPEARED TO THEM, “BUT THEIR EYES WERE PREVENTED FROM RECOGNIZING HIM” (LUKE 24:16). MORE LIKELY, THEY WERE PREVENTED BY THEIR LACK OF FAITH. THEY KNEW THAT JESUS HAD DIED, SO THIS MAN WHO LOOKED FAMILIAR COULDN’T BE HIM. ALL THEY HAD HEARD WAS THAT JESUS’ BODY WAS MISSING FROM THE TOMB. THAT LEADS TO THE SECOND POINT. THEY WERE AMAZED AT HOW JESUS EXPLAINED THE SCRIPTURES. EVEN THE DISCIPLES HAD NOT THOUGHT OF THEM AS PREDICTING JESUS’ SUFFERING AND DEATH. YET THEY SEEM TO KNOW THE TRUTH OF WHAT JESUS WAS SAYING. THEIR STORY CAN HELP US, TOO.
	IF YOU FIND YOU ARE NOT ALWAYS ABLE TO SEE JESUS IN THE PEOPLE OR EVENTS OF YOUR LIFE, YOU MAY NEED TO STRETCH YOUR FAITH. ONE WAY TO DO THAT IS TO DISCUSS IT WITH OTHERS. THE TWO DISCIPLES WERE STRETCHING THEIR FAITH AS THEY DISCUSSED WHAT THEY HAD HEARD. YOUR FAITH WILL GROW AS YOU LEARN TO EXPRESS IT. ANOTHER WAY TO STRETCH YOUR FAITH IS TO READ AND PRAY OVER THE SCRIPTURES. ASK WHAT GOD IS TRYING TO TELL YOU IN THEM. THE DISCIPLES ON THE WAY TO EMMAUS BEGAN TO SEE HOW JESUS FULFILLED THE PROMISES FOUND THERE.
	ASK GOD TO HELP YOU SEE JESUS IN OTHER PEOPLE. RECEIVE JESUS IN COMMUNION AS OFTEN AS YOU CAN  (AT LEAST ONCE A WEEK.) TRUST HIM AND EXPECT TO SEE JESUS BOTH IN PEOPLE AROUND YOU AND IN THE CHANGES THAT COME INTO YOUR LIFE. THE MORE YOU LOOK FOR JESUS, THE EASIER IT IS TO SEE HIM.
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
